Asia

Japan
Akita — Akita International University (Exchange)
At Akita International University (AlU) education begins with the fact that the international campus culture of AlU seeks to

selectively blend elements of main language of American universities with those of Japanese universities. Take English courses
like Epic Origins of Literature, Introduction to Applied Linguistics, and Popular Culture in Language Learning & Teaching.

Tokyo — Sophia University (Exchange)

Sophia's reputation for excellence in undergraduate education, outstanding graduate programs, and a competitive research
environment enables it to maintain its ranking as one of Japan's top private universities. English classes include Modern
Japanese Fiction, Writing about Love: Past and Present, and Asian Texts: Legacy of the Past.

Denmark
Copenhagen - DIS Literature
Study abroad in Copenhagen with DIS! Filled with bike lanes, cobbled streets, and numerous cafes, Copenhagen is a great place
to study abroad. DIS’s programs are structured around academics, with a core course assigned for each field. That core course
includes a week-long study tour in another country. With Literature, you will take the Core Course, A Sense of Place in
European Literature, and electives you choose. English classes include Postcolonial Europe: Narratives, Nationalism, and Race,
Travel Writing, Concept of Evil in Contemporary Culture, and Hans Christian Andersen and the Danish Golden Age.

This exchange is only open to English majors. Koblenz Landau is about an hour from Frankfurt and has seen its student size
triple in the last 20 years. A variety of courses within the field of English are offered. Spring semester or academic year are
options for this program.

Europe
England - Live in Literature at Alnwick Castle, England

3 credits for ENG 120 or ENG 363. Takes place during Summer (16-20 days in May/June). ENG 120 counts toward Goal Area 6A.
Students will study the connection between early English literature and the environment of Northeast England and the Alnwick

Castle.

England - Global Literature in London/ Travel Writing & the British Imagination in London

3 credits for ENG 221 or ENG 324. ENG 221 counts toward Goal Areas 6 and 8. Takes place during Summer (4-5 days in Winona
followed by 14-16 days in London in June or July). Students will study London's leadership, culture, geography, politics, and
customs. Students will visit popular and uncommon sites in and out of London and meet Brits from all walks of life involved in

theatre and literary arts, visual arts, street art, folklore, governance, religion, music, commercial art, education.

Greece — Classical Mythology & Travel Writing in Greece
3 or 6 credits in ENG 223 and/or ENG 324. Takes place during Summer (12-15 days in July/August). Students will study classical
mythology (English 223) and/or work on travel writing (English 324) as they tour ancient Greek sites.

Italy — Dante in Italy
3 credits for ENG 221 or ENG 432. ENG 221 counts toward Goal Areas 6A and 8. Takes place during Summer (18-21 days in
May). Students will explore the connection between the culture of Florence, Italy and Dante's Commedia (The Divine Comedy).

Interning abroad is an exciting opportunity to gain valuable cross-cultural work experience, understand international
perspectives in your field, and live in another country for a summer or semester. All internships are taken for credit, allowing
financial aid to be used.
